21. Sew (1) H 2" x 58-1/2" border to each side of quilt. Sew (1) H 2" x 61-1/2" border to top and
bottom of quilt.

22. Sew (1) A(2) 5" x 61-1/2" border to each side of quilt. Sew (1) A 5” x 70-1/2" border to top
and bottom of quilt.

23. Sew (1) patchwork border to each side of quilt. Sew (2) 2-1/4" D squares to ends for (2)
patchwork borders. Sew to top and bottom of quilt.
